
Daybreak Shelter
Daybreak Shelter is open 24/7, 365 days a 
year, providing emergency housing and 
support to homeless individuals and families.  
Some poeple need short-term housing due 
to a crisis, while others need support to find 
permanent housing.  

•	 Clients from outside Will, Grundy, Kendall, 
DuPage, Ford, Iroquois, and Kankakee 
counties can stay for up to three nights.

•	 Youth under 18 are only admitted if with 
a parent or legal guardian or legally 
emancipated.

•	 Daybreak Center is also a warming and 
cooling center during extreme weather.

Permanent Housing 
Programs
Catholic Charities operates several Permanent 
Housing programs based at Daybreak Center.  
These programs offer stable housing to 
people who have been homeless for a long 
time.  Participants get case management and 
other services they need, such as counseling, 
job and education guidance, and referrals 
for health care, psychiatric services, and 
addiction treatment. You don't need to have 
an income to be eligible for these housing 
programs.

Eligibility Criteria for Permanent 
Supportive Housing
•	 At least 18 years old
•	 Head of household must have a 

documented disability
•	 Currently homeless
•	 Homeless for at least a year continuously or  

four times in the past three years totaling a 
year or more.

•	 Must be referred through coordinated 
assessment

Transitional and Rapid 
Rehousing
Homeward Bound is a program offering 
temporary housing for families. Housing 
is at Daybreak Center and in community 
apartments. Case management and other 
supportive services are provided.

Shepherd’s Table
Shepherd’s Table, located in Daybreak Center, 
offers a free midday meal to anyone in need.  
Volunteers prepare and serve meals daily 
from 11:30 AM to 12:30 PM, every day of the 
year.  Shepherd’s Table is also a warming and 
cooling center during extreme weather.

Emergency Services & 
Homeless Prevention
Catholic Charities, Diocese of Joliet offers 
several emergency services at Daybreak 
Center, including:

•	 Food vouchers
•	 Clothing vouchers
•	 Employment services
•	 Financial help for prescription medication
•	 Rent, Mortgage, and Utility assistance 

(based on eligibility and available funds)

We also provide referrals to other community 
resources.
